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Mount Olive is a congregation of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.  It is 

a community in and of the city where all are welcome in every aspect of 

congregational life.

The ancient title for 

this day – the Triumph of the Cross – reminds us that the Church gathers not to 

mourn this day but to celebrate our Lord’s life-giving Passion and to find strength and 

hope in the Tree of Life.  In the ancient Bidding Prayer we offer petitions for all the 

world for whom Christ died.  Tonight’s liturgy culminates in the Great Vigil of Easter 

tomorrow evening.
