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The Commemorations

December 26: St. Stephen, Deacon and Martyr - Stephen was a deacon and the first
martyr of the church. He was one of those seven upon whom the apostles laid hands
after they had been chosen to serve widows and others in need. Later, Stephen's
preaching angered the temple authorities, and they ordered him to be put to death by

stoning.

December 27: St. John, Apostle and Evangelist - The son of Zebedee and brother of
James, John was one of the twelve disciples and witness to the transfiguration.
Tradition has named him also the writer of the Gospel of John, the three New
Testament letters bearing his name, as well as Revelation.
